Small Grants and Scholarships

There will be minimal impact in terms of
traffic, but you can expect increased
movement of large trucks from 
February, with cranes being set up.
Turbine parts, including blades, may be
visible on the ground as turbines are
dismantled. 

While all the turbines were
commissioned at the end of July 2023,
we have found that parts in some of the
turbines require replacement to ensure
the continued optimal performance of
the site.
